(61 cm) from the ceiling.

Installation Height 
It is recommended that the bottom of the unit be mounted a 
maximum of 40" (102 cm) from the ground to maintain an optimized 
viewing angle of the flame.

Installation in a Bathroom
If this unit is installed in a bathroom, it must be protected by a GFCI 
receptacle or circuit. If a receptacle is used, it must be readily accessible.

This electrical appliance is NOT watertight. To prevent electric shock, it 
must be installed as to prevent water from entering unit, or installed away 
from showers, tubs, etc. Never locate fireplace where it may fall into a 
bathtub or other water container.

Wi-Fi
For installations where the use of the Flame Connect app is desired, ensure the fireplace 
is located within range of a Wi-Fi network.

Installation of Overhanging Objects
For overhanging temperature-sensitive objects, such as a television, a mantel, 
or artwork, always follow the recommendations provided by its manufacturer for 
installation over a heater.

 �NOTE: Using normal heat mode, surfaces 10" (25 cm) above the fireplace 
will not exceed 40° C, as long as installation procedures are followed and 
heater inlet and outlet are not obstructed.

1.	 Remove the screws that secure the electrical cover. 

•	 If using the included plug kit, proceed to step 4, 
following the diagram for 120 V wiring.

2.	 Knock out the section of the wiring cover that is most 
suitable for your installation. Three knock-out options 
are provided.

3.	 Secure a 1/2" (1.3 cm) approved strain relief on the 
electrical cover and route the wires through it. 

4.	 Complete the wiring according to the chosen 
installation. Ensure all wire connections are tight.

5.	 Secure the electrical cover.

��WARNING: This heater is not intended for use 
with an extension cord. Plug the cord directly into 
an appropriate grounded wall receptacle.

1.	 Lift the firebox into the opening in the frame using 
the handles on the back and sides of the fireplace. 

2.	 Using the bubble level, ensure the firebox is level, 
adjusting as necessary.

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Installation

Follow these instructions only when an installation 
without heat is required. 

1.	 Locate the driver board. The heater hardware 
disconnect jumper location is labeled “1. HEAT”.

2.	 Pull out the heater hardware disconnect jumper. 
Place it only on one of the pins, as shown.

��NOTE: This option is not recommended for 
seasonal heat disabling. Temporary disabling of 
the heater can be achieved through the onboard 
control; see “Heat Disable” in Operation table for 
instructions.

1.	 Secure the suction cup to the reflective side of 
the mirrored glass (black edge goes at the top).

2.	 Lift the mirrored glass and place it into the 
bottom slot at an angle, then tilt the mirrored 
glass into a vertical position. 

3.	 Align the bracket to two screw holes and secure 
with screws.

	� CAUTION: The magnet at the top will hold the glass 
in place to facilitate installation. It is necessary to 
install the bracket to ensure the glass does not fall.

Install the side glass

1.	 Secure the suction cup to the side glass to 
prevent fingerprints on the outside of the glass.

2.	 Slide the glass in from the from the front. Once 
it place it will drop to its final position.

3.	 Clean the glass with a damp cloth and dry it 
with a lint free dry cloth. Ensure there are no 
debris or finger prints on the mirrored glass, 
inner sides of the side glass, or on the inner 
side of the front glass before you begin

Place tumbled glass and gravel

�NOTE: It is possible to use custom media ornaments to decorate your firebox. The custom media must fit easily 
without scratching the glass or bowing the ember bed, and must not be composed of liquid, which could interfere 
with the safety of the firebox. 
 
If removing any logs in the arrangement, the corresponding wire will need to be removed from the log expansion 
board, located under the ember bed. Each remaining wire must be plugged sequentially in the log expansion 
board, beginning with the J1 position.

For best results when using the supplied glass media, arrange as follows:

1.	 Pour the white frosted glass on the ember bed closest to the mirrored glass.

2.	 Pour the amber frosted glass around the edge of the white frosted glass.

3.	 Pour the dark amber around the edge of the light amber frosted glass.

4.	 Pour the black frosted glass around the edge of the dark amber frosted glass.

5.	 Sprinkle the black and grey gravel over the glass media.

�NOTE: The fireplace trim is designed to be installed with 
1/2" drywall or cement board. Other finishing materials 
can be used.

1.	 Place the wall mount in the desired location. Use a bubble 
level to ensure it is level. Mark the location of the holes.

2.	 Secure the wall mount using the anchors and screws, as 
required.

3.	 Snap on the cover to the wall mount. 

4.	 Place the remote in the wall mount.

 	� CAUTION: Check for pipes and cables 
behind the wall before drilling into the wall.

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Operation

Heater Operation
This firebox operates with Comfort$averTM technology, which automatically adjusts the 
fan speed and heater wattage to safely and precisely match the requirements of the room 
based on the thermostat setting. If the temperature in the room rises significantly, the heater 
will turn off and periodically turn back on to circulate the air around the unit, until the room 
temperature drops and requires the heater to be on again.

��WARNING: This electric firebox must be properly installed before it is used.

�NOTE: The element retains heat after shutdown. When the heat is turned off, there is a 20-minute cool down 
period before the fan shuts off completely.

�NOTE: The fireplace will retain the previously used settings after a power interruption.

	 �CAUTION: If you need to continuously reset the heater, turn the unit off at the main 
disconnect panel and contact technical support.

Resetting the Temperature Cutoff Switch 
Should the heater overheat, a manual limit cut-out will turn the unit off and it will not come 
back on without being reset. It can be reset by turning the unit off at the main power switch 
and waiting 30 minutes before turning the unit back on.

The fireplace is supplied with a multifunction Bluetooth remote.

To synchronize the remote control:
In case of lost connection or remote control replacement, 
follow these steps to synchronize the remote control to the 
fireplace:

1.	 Remove the battery cover on the remote control using a 
Philips screwdriver to access the  button.

2.	 Press and hold  on the onboard controls for five 
seconds and, within ten seconds, press  on the 
remote.

�NOTE: One remote can control multiple units. Repeat the 
steps above with each fireplace to sync the remote. 

Flame Connect app

Download the Flame Connect app on your mobile device and create an account. With the 
app you can add an extra level of personalization, such as saving customized mood settings.

To add the fireplace to the Flame Connect app:

1.	 Press and hold  on the onboard controls for 10 seconds until it flashes blue. 

2.	 Follow the instructions in the app to complete the installation.

Press  to turn on the unit or to put it in standby mode.

When the unit is turned back on, it will retain the previously used settings.

Flame Effect

Press  to turn the flame theme and ember bed on or off. Press  or  to cycle 
through the different flame theme settings, indicated by LEDs on the remote control.

Press  to turn the heat on or off. Press  or  to cycle through the heat settings, 
indicated by LEDs on the remote control. The  will remain lit on the fireplace while the 
heat is on. 

Blue LED: Fan only 
Green LED: Eco mode (18°C/64°F, low fan speed) 
Level 1: 18°C/64°F 
Level 2: 20°C/68°F 
Level 3: 22°C/72°F 
Level 4: 24°C/75°F 
Level 5: 26°C/78°F 
Red LED: Heat boost (max heat for 20 minutes before returning to level 5) 
White LEDs 1 & 8: Custom schedule - set using the Flame Connect app.

The set temperature is only displayed on the Flame Connect app. 

The fireplace can be operated in heat only mode by turning off the flame.

Heat Disable
Press and hold  on the onboard controls for 10 seconds to disable or enable the 
heat function.

When the heat is disabled and the  is pressed, the  icon will flash three times.

Flame Speed Press   to adjust the flame speed using  or  to cycle through the settings. 

Timer

When this function is active, the fireplace will turn off after a set amount of time. The 
timer can be set from 1 hour to 8 hours.

Press  to activate the timer. Press the  or  to cycle through the intervals. To turn 
the timer off, press  twice.

While the timer is active, press  to see the time remaining. The position of the lit LED 
on the remote represents the number of hours remaining.  

Brightness Press  to turn the overhead lights on or off. Press  or  to adjust the brightness of 
the flame, logs, ember bed, and overhead lights. 

Flame Sound
Press  to turn the flame sound effect on or off. Press  or  to adjust the volume. 

More flame sounds are available through the Flame Connect App.

Factory reset
 Press , , , , ,  in sequence on the onboard controls to reset all the settings 
to factory default. This action will also disconnect the unit from the Wi-Fi network and 
the remote control will have to be resynchronized to the unit.
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Maintenance

Remote control battery replacement

To replace the battery:

1.	 Remove the battery cover on the remote control using a Philips 
screwdriver.

2.	 Install two AAA batteries in the battery holder.

3.	 Secure the battery cover.

Battery must be recycled or disposed of properly. Check with your 
Local Authority or Retailer for recycling advice in your area.

Fireplace surface cleaning
Use only a damp cloth to clean painted surfaces of the fireplace. Do not use abrasive 
cleaners.

The fireplace should not be operated with an accumulation of dust or dirt on or in the unit, as 
this can cause a build-up of heat and eventual damage. For this reason the heater must be 
inspected regularly, depending upon conditions and at a minimum yearly intervals.

Servicing
Except for installation and cleaning described in this manual, an authorized service 
representative should perform any other servicing.

��WARNING: Disconnect power and allow heater to cool before 
attempting any maintenance or cleaning to reduce the risk of fire, 
electric shock or damage to persons.

Section 1 Products to which this Limited Warranty 
Applies 

This Limited Warranty applies to your newly purchased 
Dimplex electric fireplace with model numbers  
ASP30-AM, ASP36-AM, ASP42-AM, and ASP48-AM.

This Limited Warranty applies only to purchases made 
in any province of Canada except for Yukon Territory, 
Nunavut, or Northwest Territories or in any of the 50 States 
of the USA and the District of Columbia except for Hawaii 
and Alaska. This Limited Warranty applies to the original 
purchaser of the product only and is not transferable. 

Section 2 Products excluded from this Limited 
Warranty 

Products purchased in Yukon Territory, Nunavut, Northwest 
Territories, Hawaii, or Alaska are not covered by this 
Limited Warranty. Products purchased in these States, 
Provinces, or Territories are sold AS IS without Warranty 
or condition of any kind including, without limitation, any 
implied warranties or conditions of merchantability or 
fitness for a particular purpose. The entire risk of as to 
the quality and performance of the products is with the 
purchaser. In the event of a defect, the purchaser assumes 
the entire cost of all necessary servicing or repair. 

Section 3 What this Limited Warranty covers and for 
How Long 

Dimplex products ASP30-AM, ASP36-AM, ASP42-AM, and 
ASP48-AM. excluding trims and accessory packages are 
covered by this Limited Warranty, have been tested and 
inspected prior to shipment and, subject to the provisions 
of this Warranty, Glen Dimplex Americas Ltd. (herein called 
Glen Dimplex Americas) warrants such products to be free 
from defects in material and workmanship for a period of 5 
years from the date of the first purchase of such products. 
The 5-year Limited Warranty entitles the purchaser to 
On-site or In-home Warranty Services. Accordingly, Glen 
Dimplex Americas will be responsible for all labor and 
transportation associated with repairing or replacing 
the product or part. Exceptions to this are outlined in 
Section 5. Some jurisdictions do not allow limitations on 
how long an implied Warranty lasts, so the above limitation 
may not apply to the purchaser.

Please have proof of 
purchase, catalogue/model and serial numbers available 
for representatives to assist. **Limited In-home Warranty 
Services require proof of purchase. 

In the event a product or part covered by this Limited 
Warranty is proven to be defective in material or 
workmanship during (i) the 5-year Limited Warranty period 
for products outlined in Section 1, you have the following 
rights: 

• �Glen Dimplex Americas will in its sole discretion either 
repair or replace such defective product or part without 
charge. If Glen Dimplex Americas is unable to repair or 
replace such product or part, or if repair or replacement 
is not commercially practicable or cannot be timely 
made, Glen Dimplex Americas may, in lieu of repair or 
replacement, choose to refund the purchase price for 
such product or part. 

• �Limited Warranty service will be performed solely by 
dealers or service agents of Glen Dimplex Americas 
authorized to provide Limited Warranty services. 

• �This 5-year Limited Warranty entitles the purchaser to 
On-site or In-home Warranty services. Accordingly, Glen 
Dimplex Americas will be responsible for all labor and 
transportation associated with repairing or replacing 
the product or part except as follows: (i) charges which 
may be levied for travel costs incurred to travel to the 
purchaser’s site where the product is located if the 
purchaser’s site is beyond 30 miles (48 km) from the 
closest service depot of Glen Dimplex Americas dealer or 
service agent; and (ii) the purchaser is solely responsible 
for providing clear access to all serviceable parts of the 
product. 

• �Glen Dimplex Americas will not be responsible for, and 
this Limited Warranty shall not include, any expense 
incurred for installation or removal of the surrounds 
(mantels) or trims or any part thereof (or any replacement 
product or part) including, without limitation, all shipping 
costs and transportation costs to and from the authorized 
dealer’s or service agent’s place of business and all 
labor costs. Such costs shall be the purchaser’s sole 
responsibility.
